Old business:

New business:

· Treasurer’s report   

Tammy reported that the balance is $2,863.20

· Saturday Meetings

We now have two of our quarterly meetings on Saturday due to rush hour traffic issues; the other two meetings are day meetings.  It has been increasingly difficult to get employers to pay for daytime attendance and traffic is a major barrier for evening attendance.  Carol asked the group how they like the Saturday meetings.  The general response was positive.

The Board is proposing two levels of membership:

Professional membership, $35 annually – may obtain CERPs when available, 
have voting privileges, borrow from the SELCA library.

Membership renewal is due by July 31, (not prorated.)  Membership forms may be downloaded and printed from the website.  There was a question about whether or not there is an explanation of what constitutes a professional vs. an active member.  Carol stated that it is in Article 3 of the bi-laws where it clarifies the descriptions of the two membership levels.

The trend now is decidedly toward electronic communication.  Therefore, the positions of Recording Secretary and Membership Secretary are being combined and will require skill with web-based communication.  Job descriptions for the new executive board positions are in the bi-laws.  

There was a motion and a second to approve the changes to the bi-laws.  The group voted to affirm the changes as described.

Nominations for officers will be announced in April, 2009; voting will be in May. This new structure will go into effect in August of 2009.

The Operating guidelines will also reflect these changes.

· SELCA to host a new conference:

SELCA will host and facilitate a Perinatal Professionals networking conference on Wednesday, August 12, 2009 at the Gwinnett Resource Center.  (See attached invitation.)

It will be an opportunity to link up with other Georgia initiatives and improve SELCA credibility as part of the birth continuum.  It will also encourage others to sit for the exam and build our membership.   (Our 2008 paid membership is 56.)
