· The US Department of Labor (DOL) requests input for Reasonable Break Time for Nursing Mothers law

· Consensus from meeting:  These professionally recommended time allowances for mothers to express their milk are estimated to be the very minimum time from the time the mother has arrived at her destination and completes milk expression. The duration of minutes does not take into consideration the time it takes for her to arrive at the private pumping area as it would be varied for each organization. Time spent for cleaning must also be considered.  Availability of running water, cleaning and drying materials is also dissimilar at each location.  

· Frequency: 8 hour shift =3 times, 12 hour shift = 4 times
· Duration: 20 minutes for milk expression 
· Input wanted for ILCA/ IBLCE Joint Board Meeting

· Poor client access in the hospital. Hospitals do not get reimbursement for LC services causing reluctance to provide full services as outlined in the latest guidelines for safe staffing

·  Work towards reimbursement for the IBCLC RLC

· Separate reimbursement for a peer counselor
